THE CARAVAN CLUB – SOUTHERN CENTRES
CONSTITUTION

1. Constitution

1.1 The constitution shall belong to and be administered by all member Centres.

1.2 All alterations to the Constitution – Each member Centre shall be entitled to one vote and must be represented.

Changes to the Constitution shall be made only by a unanimous decision after agreement by all member Centres Committee.

2. Aims
2.1 Co-operation and liaison between member Centres within the Southern Centres.

2.2 Promotion of Bi-Annual Joint Rallies.

2.3 Promotion of such other functions as may be agreed by the Committee of member Centres.

2.4 Maintenance of good public relations in conjunction with events run by the Southern Centres Committee.

3. Membership of Southern Centres
3.1 Application for membership of the Southern Centres shall be open to all Centres of the Caravan Club.

Centres shall be admitted to membership subject to the geographical suitability and to majority agreement by member Centres.

4.

Structure
4.1 All activities will be planned and organised by a Rally Committee consisting of members of the Southern Centres 

Committee.  The Southern Centres Committee will co-ordinate, and be responsible for all such activities. 

4.2 Each member Centre Committee shall nominate two members to the Southern Centres Committee, at least one of

whom must be a member of their Committee when nominated.  One of these members will be appointed to the Rally Committee for a period of two years.  All members of the Southern Centres Committee must be Registered Members of an Affiliated Centre for their full term of office.


The Officers of the southern Centres Committee shall be:-

4.3 a)    Chairman

b) Hon. Secretary

c) Hon. Treasurer

d) Rally and Events Officer

e) Press Officer

f) Site Marshall

g) Sports Officer

h) Safety Officer

To be elected at the Bi-Annual meeting, and remaining in office until the following Bi-Annual Meeting.

Election to any of these Officers will entitle the Centre to which the member is attached to a replacement representative.

Changeover of appointments to be carried out no later than SIX months after the Southern Centres Rally at the Bi-Annual Meeting
of the Southern Centres Committee.

4.4. Members should be nominated for Officer from within the Southern Centres Committee, which shall include all 

retiring  Officers, and Committee members.  Nominations, correctly proposed and seconded, to be in the hands of 
the Hon. Secretary twenty-eight days before the date of the Bi-Annual Meeting.  A list of the nominations showing proposer and seconder to be available for inspection by any member Centre who so wishes.

If, twenty-eight days prior to the meeting, no nominations for an Officer position have been received, nominations , correctly proposed and seconded, may be accepted from the southern Centres Committee at the Bi-annual Meeting.

If there are no nominations from within the Southern Centres Committee, then nominations may be accepted from 
any member Centre.

Voting Rights:  Each Centre will be entitled to one vote.  The Chairman shall be impartial, and have a casting vote
 in the event of a tie.

4.6 A quorum shall be deemed to be formed if no more than two Centres are not represented.

5.

Finance
5.1 There will be no charge or levy for joining Southern Centres.

5.2 All Monies, apart from a reasonable working capital, to be invested with the Caravan Club Limited to a limit of £5000 (five thousand pounds).  Further Monies to be shared equally between member Centres.

5.3 Any loss incurred beyond the assets of the southern Centres to be shared equally between member Centres.

5.4 All Southern Centres accounts to be submitted for audit annually.

5.5 Insurance for trophies to be the responsibility of Southern Centres.

5.6 Centres shall give a minimum of SIX months written notice of their intention to withdraw from Southern Centres.

5.7 In the event of disbandment of Southern Centres, all Monies and assets to be shared equally between member Centres, with at least two year’s membership.

5.8 All cheques to be signed by the Treasurer and either the Chairman or the Hon. Secretary.

6.

General
6.1 Southern Centres to accept and work within the framework of the Rules and Regulations of the Caravan Club 

Limited, including General Letter to Centre.

6.2 The Chairman will cause to be sent to the Committee of each member Centre a copy of the minutes of each meeting held, at the time these are sent out to the members of the Southern Centres Committee.  Such copy to be sent to the Hon. Secretary of the member Centre.

6.3 The Chairman will cause to be sent to the Committee of each member Centre a copy of the duly audited accounts.

Such copy to be sent to the Hon. Secretary of the member Centre.
